The beginning of the 2011/12 school year has been truly blessed and we are especially thankful for the
students and families God has brought to the Trinity school community. We welcomed 18 new families and 27
new students at our opening assembly, for a total of 285 students and 149 school families. The students are
taught by 17 dedicated Christian teachers, who are assisted by 4 educational assistants and 2 Korean interns, not
to mention countless dedicated volunteers. The students have been assigned to 13 classrooms, including 9 single
and 4 combined. The largest class at Trinity includes 29 students and the smallest totals 17. God has blessed
the Burlington Parental Christian School Society with 57 years of existence and Trinity Christian School with 47
years of service in Christian education. God has granted our school society many years of Christian influence on
future generations.

For many of our students, the beginning of the school year also brings special events, both in and outside the
classroom. We are blessed with a hard working and committed staff that give of their time and talents to provide
extracurricular excitement. As you will read in this newsletter, there are many opportunities available. Students
have already enjoyed the excitement of the soccer season and the introduction of the first annual flag football
tournament held at the Toronto Rogers Centre. In fact, you may have seen the Trinity Titans on television on CTV
News in Toronto. Our cross country team this year attracted approximately 50 diligent students who trained
faithfully for three local cross country meets. The students are currently preparing for the volleyball season, which
will be closely followed by hockey and basketball. continued on next page...

The Concert
Band and Flute Ensemble include approximately 20 students and the Art Club has begun to create their works of
art.

Our desire is that our
students grow up to be godly, useful, productive, wise men and women that have come to know personally the
Lord Jesus Christ as their Saviour and Lord. With God’s blessing, this lesson will reach the hearts and minds of all
the students at Trinity Christian School as our teachers lead our students throughout the school year in their
classroom devotions, divisional assemblies and classroom discussions. Please continue to remember us in your
prayers as we seek the “Wisdom of Solomon”.
